Minutes – Budapest Christian Library Board
October 2, 2008

The meeting of the Board was held at the Budapest Christian Library, Szent Gellert ter. 3.1.1, 1111 Budapest, Hungary.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

Present at the meeting:  Phyllis Anderson, (Chair), Andy Anderson ( Administrator and acting Secretary), Willard Black (Board of Trustees member) Feherne Novak Vera(Board of Trustees member), Paul Henderson (Board of Trustees member), Koltay Tibor (Board of Trustees member), Michael Purath ( Supervisory Board member), Hodozso Janos ( Supervisory board member), Founder Mezes Laszlo, Carol Davis (library director), Merrill Davis(library administrator).  Visiting guests:  Mark Moore, director ICR and Shane Wood, administrative assistant to Mark Moore.

The agenda for the meeting was given to each person present, together with the following documents:  Minutes of the March 20, 2008 meeting, Year to date reports of the Library Monthly Use Report, system Statistics, Library Monthly Expense Summary, Expense-Income Summary, Income from Library Operations and U.S. dollar/Hungarian Forint Exchange Rate.

Welcome (Phyllis Anderson)

Prior to the opening prayer, Phyllis Anderson read from Psalms 119 reminding those in attendance that the library serves to glorify God.  Willard Black offered the opening prayer.
March 20, 2008 MINUTES AND TREASURERS REPORT  

MINUTES APPROVAL – Phyllis presented to Minutes of the March 20, 2008 meeting.  Andy Anderson presented the Treasurer’s Report.  

BCL RESOLUTION 2008-003:  The motion to approve the minutes was made by Feherne Novak Vera.  It was seconded by Michael Purath.  The minutes of March 20, 2008 Board of Trustees Meeting and the Treasurer’s report were approved unanimously as presented. OLD BUSINESS(Phyllis Anderson)
Public Benefit Report – The Supervisory Board reviewed the Public Benefit Report for the year to date, January 1, 2008 thru August 31, 2008 and found it was in order as submitted and it was unanimously approved by the Supervisory Board.

Tibor Koltay reported that he had been able to list a link to the BCL on the Hungarian Christian Library webpage.  

Feherne Novak Vera reported on her efforts to get BCL listed as a recipient for designated tax funds.  The library has been notified of one patron designating it to receive tax funds.  Vera also explained that there is another opportunity for Hungarian residents to designate part of their tax money to the library and receive a rebate as a result.
Willard Black reported that the funding for the Hungarian library assistant is in place for another 2 years.  Phyllis reported on the positive results of having a Hungarian library assistant for the library and the good job that is being done by the current assistant.

NEW BUSINESS  
Due to the resignation of Phyllis as Board Chairperson,  the supervisory and trustee board members recommended that Feherne Novak Vera be appointed as the new chairperson.   The recommendation was approved by the Founder, Mezes Laslo.  
Carol Davis volunteered to accept the position of secretary and there were no objections.

Merrill Davis was approved as treasurer of the board.   These positions were submitted to Mezes Lazlo for his approval.

Phyllis Anderson suggested that there is a need to have a process for selecting and appointing new board members.  After discussion, it was agreed that:  1) the person’s consent to serve on the board,   2) the person’s qualifications for the board be communicated to current board members,  3)  submit the appointees to Mezes Lazlo for approval.  Phyllis reported that there is a need to replace or reappoint 2 board members in 2009, because the terms of Paul Henderson and Tibor Koltay will expire at that time.  The appointments are for 3 year terms. 
Paul Henderson asked if the library was still adding to the videocassette collection and Phyllis reported that they are added as long as there is space on the shelves, but more patrons have DVD players and those will be given preference over the videocassettes.
Michael Purath moved that the board meeting be adjourned and Tibor Koltay seconded the motion.  MSC
